
APPLICATION FOR A LICENCE FOR RADIO LINK EQUIPMENT

A licence application shall be submitted for both transmitters, that is, two applications are to be filled in for one hop. If the application concerns a one-way radio relay link, two applications are, however, also to be filled in with the exception that the information on the receiving transmitter is left blank. 

When the application has reached the Finnish Communications Regulatory Authority (FICORA), an interference check is performed. Based on this check, the frequencies and polarisation, and possible special requirements, are allocated to the hop. For radio relay links operating on frequencies above 15 GHz, the transmitting powers will be limited as well, depending on the hop length and interference situation. The licence will contain information on the power limit and other special requirements (e.g. antenna size). 

The handling of an application normally takes a month. In certain situations, the handling may last longer. Such cases are, for example, coordination with the neighbouring countries, unclear points in the application and the like. 

In order to avoid unnecessary delays in the handling of the application, it is advisable that the applicant fills in the application with care. Special attention shall be paid to the information on the mast site.

Additional information:
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Name of customer:

Name of enterprise applying for a licence 

Customer identification number:

If known, the customer identification number granted by the FICORA.

Trade registry number:

The customer's trade registry number

Local address / postcode and post office:

Address of the applying enterprise (= billing address, if not otherwise stated)

Telephone number / telefax number:

The telephone number and telefax number of the applying enterprise

Person in charge:

The person who can be contacted, if needed. May be somebody else than the licence holder. 

Telephone number / e-mail address:

Telephone number and e-mail address of the person in charge

Additional information:

Different invoicing, preferred date of start-up, etc. 

Mast code: 
FICORA's mast code, if known. (If the mast site is new, or if the mast code is unknown, a map with the mast site clearly indicated shall be annexed to the application.)

Coordinates:

The coordinates of the mast site

Municipality or its part:

The municipality or/and its part where the mast site is situated

Detailed information on the mast site:

Detailed information, e.g. mast, grain silo, water tower, chimney, building, etc. 

Local address:

The address of the mast site, if such (name of street or road, the customer's name for the station) 

Height of ground level:

Height of ground level above sea level (m)

Height of mast:

Height of mast above ground level (m)

Owner of mast site, if not same as applicant:

Owner of mast site

Mast code or name of receiver station:

Mast code and/or name of receiver station

Length of link hop (km):

Distance between radio relay link stations

First time application / Amendment:

If no licences have been granted this connection earlier, please tick the box First time application. On the other hand, if changes are planned for an existing connection, please tick the box Amendment. 

Licence number and year of issue:

For amendments, please fill in the licence number of the existing connection. For a new connection, this point need not be filled in. 

Frequency reservation number:

If for this connection a frequency reservation has been applied for earlier, the number of this frequency reservation shall be filled in.

Purpose of use:

Purpose of use of the radio relay link, for example base station connection, trunk-line connections etc. 

Manufacturer and type of equipment:

Manufacturer of the radio relay link equipment and type of equipment

Frequency range:

The frequency range where the radio relay link equipment will operate

Transmitter power:

Output power of the radio relay link transmitter at the antenna coupling point (before possible feeder line and taps)

Bandwidth:

Bandwidth of the signal

Deviation:

The deviation of the signal from analogue equipment

Transmission capacity:

The transmission capacity of digital equipment

Modulation:

The modulation of the equipment

Diversity, if in use:

If place diversity is used for the connection, the antenna information shall contain information on both antennas. If frequency diversity is used, applications for own licences shall be submitted for the redundant connection. 

Antenna size and gain:

Antenna diameter for parabolic antenna and gain of antenna main lobe

Height of antenna above ground level:
Height of antenna above ground level (m). If place diversity is used, heights of both antennas. 

Direction of max. radiation in degrees from north clockwise:

Direction of radiation of antenna main lobe

Front-to-back ratio of antenna:

Attenuation of antenna back lobe relative to the main lobe

Constructional model: 

Type of antenna

Antenna feeder attenuation: 

Feeder attenuation, if used

Antenna coupling attenuation: 

Antenna coupling attenuation, if used

Additional information:

For example, preferred period of validity
